If the recorded video suffers from break-up, format the microSD card.

For stable function, format it with programs recommended by the SD card as-
sociation. For more details, refer to the BlackVue website (www.blackvue.com).
Before formatting it, copy important files to other storage media to store
them.

Press the Wi-Fi button on the side for 10 seconds to format a microSD card
without using a PC.

Insert the formatted microSD card into the product so that the microSD
card is automatically initialized and the firmware is installed on it.

Insert or remove the microSD card only when the product is turned off.
microSD cards are a consumables and they are guaranteed for 6 months.
Other manufacturer's microSD cards can cause compatibility problems so it
is recommended to use a Pittasoft microSD card.
