After each of the steps below, go to the Settings tab and save the settings (the data entered in each step) as the name of the step (Step1, Step2, etc.).   This is optional, but recommended, so that the next time you have to do the same processing, you won’t have to enter any data.  All you’ll have to do is go to the Settings tab and sequentially select the saved settings (Step1, Step2, etc.), then select the appropriate tab and hit the button (Process or Save) to process the data.  Of course, given the varying length of the edresses, you might have to make some adjustments along the way, e.g. in the Number_of_characters field in Step 8.

Step 1.

Format Text tab

· At delimiter, create: new line

· Enter delimiter: “,”

· Hit Process button

Step 2.

Format Text tab

· At delimiter, create: new column

· Enter delimiter: “<”

· Spaces between columns:  50 [or, whatever number of spaces would push the edress far enough to the right (and beyond) the names]

· Hit Process button

Below is how your text should now look:
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Step 3.

Delete Text tab

· Select delete type: General Delete

· Delete from column: 1

· # of characters: 50 (the same number of “Spaces between columns” in step 2)

· Hit Process button

Below is how your text should now look:
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Step 4.

Delete Text tab

· Enter text to delete: enter ONE space in the field, i.e. place the cursor in the field and hit the space bar ONCE

· Hit Process button

Step 5.

Delete Text tab

· Select delete type: Specific Delete

· Specific text to delete: place the cursor in this field and hit the carriage return ONCE

· Delete from column: 1

· # of characters: 1 (resetting this to 1 is optional)

· Hit Process button

Step 6.

Delete Text tab

· Enter text to delete: enter a greater-than character (>) in this field

· Hit Process button
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Above, I did a quick scroll to visually determine which edress was the longest, copied it and pasted it into the Character Counter.  Then I used the number of characters (26, + 4 for good measure = 30) in configuring the following screen:

Step 8.
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· All you need to enter above is the name for a column you will create (in a table) to hold the edresses in the Column_heading field, and the number which represents the maximum width of all edresses (30) in the Number_of_characters field.

· After entering the data, move the cursor to the next row (or another column) to make sure that the data is saved.

Step 9.
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· Configure the Save to Database tab as shown above; the only thing that will vary is the table name that you enter/select.  YES, YOU CAN ADD NEW ADDRESSES TO ONES ALREADY SAVED IN A TABLE.  Simply select the table name the addresses are currently saved in.  Columizer will prompt you to select whether to keep the info in the table, or delete it, before saving the new edresses.

· Hit the Save button.

(Optional) Use the File menu, Open Table… menu to open the table created above.  In this example, the following table was created:
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I manually added a couple of duplicate records (by copying a record and pasting it in the last row at the bottom of the table), then sorted on “edress” to see the duplicates as shown above.  (I then hit the Sort button again and entered “edress” again, just to produce the above screen-shot.  Of course, you would not need to hit the Sort button again.) 

Step 10.  All right, here it is: la piece de la resistance (do you speak French?)

· After creating a table, select the Queries menu, then select Define and Run…

· Enter the syntax shown in the following screen-shot, then hit the Execute button. 

· Hit the Save button to save the query (next time around, you can choose Select and Run… from under the Query menu, select the query, and hit the Execute button.). 

The following screen-shot also shows the table that was created, minus the two duplicate records  that I created (shown in the screen-shot above).
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Et Voila!

Q. Is it possible to convert the resultant .mdb file into a Text delimited file?

A. If you have Microsoft Access, AND YOU’VE PURCHASED A FULLY FUNCTIONAL COPY OF COLUMIZER, you can open Columizer's database (columizer.mdb) and export the data in any table to a text delimited file.

OR, after step 6

Add Text tab

1. Enter whatever delimiter you want to use in the "Text to add" field.  (Make sure "Add to column" = 1)

2.  Hit Process button

Text/Line tab

1. Remove the FIRST delimiter

2. Hit the Create Line button

You now have text-delimited data.

Click File menu/Save File..., and save the data in a file.
