This Software End-User License Agreement (“EULA”) is a legal agreement between you (either 
an individual or, if purchased or otherwise acquired by or for an entity, an entity) and jalada.

Defi nitions1. 

jalada: jalada means jalada GmbH or its licensors, if any.1.1 

Software: Software or product means the jalada software program(s) and its components 1.2 
as well as third-party software, in each case supplied by jalada herewith; inclusive 
corresponding documentation, associated media, examples, printed materials, online or 
electronic documentation and all modifi ed versions and copies, which are provided by 
jalada in the form of updates, upgrades, patches and enhancements of jalada provided that 
these are not regulated by another agreement.

Demo-Version: Demo-Version or Trial-Version means a version of the Software, so identifi ed, 1.3 
to be used only to review, demonstrate and evaluate the Software for a limited time period. 
The Demo-Version may have limited features, may lack the ability for the end-user to save 
the end product, and will cease operating after a predetermined amount of time due to an 
internal mechanism within the Demo-Version.

Output-File: An output fi le means a fi le that is created by using the Software.1.4 

License grants2. 

The licenses granted in this Section 2 are subject to the terms and conditions set forth in this 
EULA.

The act of running the Program is not restricted, and the output from the 
Program is covered only if its contents constitute a work based on the Program (independent of 
having been made by running the Program). Whether that is true depends on what the Program 
does.

Preamble

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your freedom to share and change it.  
By contrast, the GNU General Public Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share 
and change free software--to make sure the software is free for all its users.

This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some specially designated software 
packages--typically libraries--of the Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to 
use it.  You can use it too, but we suggest you fi rst think carefully about whether this license or 
the ordinary General Public License is the better strategy to use in any particular case, based 
on the explanations below.

When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use, not price. Our General

(independent of the use of the Library in a tool for writing it). Whether that is true depends on 
what the Library does and what the program that uses the Library does.
 
1. You may copy and distribute verbatim copies of the Library’s complete source code as you

d) If distribution of the work is made by offering access to copy from a designated place, offer 
equivalent access to copy the above specifi ed materials from the same place.

Preamble

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your freedom to share and change it.  
By contrast, the GNU General Public Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share 
and change free software--to make sure the software is free for all its users.

This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some specially designated software 
packages--typically libraries--of the Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to 
use it.  You can use it too, but we suggest you fi rst think carefully about whether this license or 
the ordinary General Public License is the better strategy to use in any particular case, based 
on the explanations below.

When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use, not price. Our General 
Public Licenses are designed to make sure that you have the freedom to distribute copies of 
free software (and charge for this service if you wish); that you receive source code or can get it 
if you want it; that you can change the software and use pieces of it in new free programs; and 
that you are informed that you can do these things.

If identifi able sections of that work 
are not derived from the Program, and can be reasonably considered independent and separate 
works in themselves, then this License, and its terms, do not apply to those sections when you 
distribute them as separate works.

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your freedom to share and change it.
